RV Parks Descriptions & Ratings
Description

The campground was full due to a big RV show in Hershey this week. We didn’t rate the
campground, but it had paved roads, gravel sites, mature trees, good restrooms and average
site size.

Gravel roads and sites. Near river, with some river sites (higher priced). VERY noisy saw mill
right across river, ran during night. Nice rest rooms. Rustic appearance. Sites good size. Would
rate 3.0 if not for sawmill noise.

Sites crowded right together, with shared hookups. Most occupants were there for long term
stays. Noises of barking dogs, motorway race track and freeway made sleep difficuit. Lot of old
vehicles parked around perimeter.

Paved parking lot with spaces marked off for back-ins. On lake - used a lot by boaters. Has
ramp. No hookups. We came here because it was 5 PM Friday and everything else was full.
Would do again in same circumstances, but no other appeal.

Gravel sites on a knoll by the highway. Full hookups, including cable. $10. No restrooms, trees,
amenities. Worked out okay.

Very rudimentary. Small gravel sites. Cramped. Not many choices here.

Gravel parking lot with shared hookups at rear of sites. No isolation from adjacent neighbors.
Train and busy road nearby.

Gravel/dirt roads, grass sites. Very rustic. Minimal buildings. We had no reservation, so got a
primitive site - a space in a grassy field with no prepared sites. Even with a hookup site there
isn't much appeal. Many permanent vacation installations, due to the nearby lake.

Pretty much a huge parking lot (grass, with gravel roads and sites). Some young trees. Near
busy tourist road. Only reason to stay here is proximity to the falls. Hookups shared, sites
contiguous end to end.

Dirt roads & sites. Heavily wooded. Lots of space, but sites not defined except by hookups &
numbers. L Very inexpensive. Quiet.

A purely utilitarian place to stay while visiting the nearby Carlsbad Caverns. Dirt roads, paved
site pads. Full hookups. Shared hookups. No decoration.

At the entrance boundary of Big Bend National Park, this provides a camping option to RVers
that arrive at the park after the campgrounds are full, which they do most every day during the
winter season around 2 p.m. Gravel road and sites, with either full hookups or water/electric,
the rate is low but there is not any ambience. Just a big parking lot. Spaces are good sized,
hookups are shared.

Paved roads, concrete sites, grass between. Sites small and packed. Lots of highway noise - so
bad that we left a day earlier than planned.

Sites close together, most in use. Restrooms and facilities extremely clean. Nothing interesting
about setting.

This is a highly rated park in Good Sam. The reason for rating it low is that the water was brown
and particles settled from it. Our site was grassy with gravel drive. Full hookups. Sites quite
close together with no isolation. Trees around the sites area, but not near sites. Moderate
highway noise.

Long site on packed sand. No leveling required. Near 140, but not a problem since used air
conditioner all night. Nice facilties.

Large sites. Some trees around, but not between sites. Very dusty with red dust. Nice
atmosphere. Good separation from highway. Good service, facilities.

Shared hookups. Gravel sites, nearly level without blocks (didn't level). Fairly far from highway
160, on edge of town. Overall a very average place to stay nothing bad or memorable.

Rustic. Dirt sites were dusty and uneven. Close to highway. Restrooms small. Seemed more
focused on renting ATVs and booking excursions than on the facilities.

Okay facilities. Desert setting, so dusty. Sites were combination of cement pad for rear wheels,
gravel for front, dirt for rest. Level without blocks.

Gravel roads. Grass sites. Concrete pad for table. Fairly level. Not dusty. Facilties aging. Near
highway, heard traffic.

Gravel roads and sites. No grass. Shared hookups. No picnic table in our site - adjoining
(alternate) sites did have. Narrow site - just room for parking. Most sites are larger than this row,
but we paid full price. Trees provide shade, but also intrude on parking space. Buildings nice.
Restrooms excellent.

Gravel road, concrete strips (too narrow for levelers, but level). Shared hookups, very narrow
sites. Mature trees, adequate restrooms. Park feels cramped.

Mixture of paved and gravel roads and sites. Lots of big mature trees provide nice shade. Good
'separation between sites, even though hookups are shared requires long cords and hoses. 180
about 0.1 mile away - can hear it but A/C masks sound.

Large campground in the trees, pretty far from highway. Dirt/gravel roads and sites. Hookups
pretty crude. Lake on property a breeding ground for lots of mosquitos.

Camp is on a hillside near the freeway. Gravel roads. Open sites - no trees. Average spacing.
Clean restrooms. Nothing special about the place. We didn't warm to it at all, for some reason.

Pretty rudimentary, but the only one anywhere near Hutchinson. Restrooms marginal. Gravel
road, grass sites. Shared hookups. Long sites, but narrow. No trees. Some road noise.

Gravel roads & sites. Grass, concrete pads. Good number of mature trees. Sites close together.
Restrooms, laundry okay. Road nearby, not major.

Gravel roads and sites. Sites close together, grassy. No highways nearby. Nice scenery around.
Mature trees. Restrooms okay, laundry fine. Nice office staff. Expensive.

Dirt roads and sites. Good size sites. No noisy roads nearby. Facilities okay. Small trees around
sites. Flat, no scenery.

Gravel roads and sites. Some small bushes and trees. Average size sites. Facilities okay. No
major road noise. Our site, close to the entrance, was oversized and had a neighbor only on one
side - the park road on the other. | took it for its isolation.

Gravel roads and sites. Fair size and separation. Trees. No attendant staff this late in season, so
self registered. Laundry open 24 hours, okay - used it. Facilities okay. Far from any road noise.

Big asphalt parking lot with close spaces. Our site happened to be one of the very few sites that
backed up onto an attractive little lake. Restrooms good. Small shrubs between sites provide
some isolation. Good hookup placement.

Gravel roads and sites. Grass, medium trees. Nice sites. Fair separation from highway and
railroad. Hear train whistle frequently. Restrooms good.

Gravel road, gravel/grass sites. Grass and mature trees around sites. Many shared hookups,
but not all. Stream running nearby. Far from highway. Rustic.

This park is really mostly permanent residents and prepaid club members There are well over
1000 sites. It just doesn't reflect attention to details and customer orientation. Our site was
okay, backing onto a small lake (but just across the lake from US30), with cement tracks and a
cement pad. Roads are gravel. Laundry wasn't real clean. Sewer cap was stuck and needed an
attendant with a pry bar.

Paved road, gravel sites. Sites small and crowded together.

Gravel roads, sites. Spotty grass, trees. Shared hookups with site behind. Some permanent
mobile homes. Nice pond nearby.

Not in any of our books - told about it at gas station. Gravel roads, grass sites. Mature trees.
Shared hookups with site behind. Right on the sound. All waterfront sites have permanent
vacation RVs on them. Miles from highway. Very few overnighters when we were there. Rustic
facilities. Laundry a bit rusty - didn't use. Nice to walk along water.

Gravel roads, gravel/grass sites. Hilly. Trees around outside of park, not in center. Good
facilities, restrooms.

Gravel roads and sites. Large trees in and around sites provide nice feeling of privacy and
isolation. Away from roads. Good facilities. Nice staff.

Huge facility. Gravel roads & sites for most sites - some paved. Sites very large - lots of (brown)
grass at site. Mature trees around. Major store, large indoor pool, spa, etc. Restrooms okay.
This park is set up to attract families and a younger crowd, and the activity level is pretty high.
RVs look like vacationers and weekenders - very few big rigs. We didn't particularly take to it.

We stayed here last year and rated it higher. See #228. | downgraded the rating slightly
because the charge was $40/night with the KOA discount, and this seems like a real rip-off. See
prior rating for description. Only reason we stayed here this time is that the Fort Stevens park
was reserved for Memorial Day weekend.

Pretty typical KOA. Gravel sites. Sites not very well cared for - most of emphasis seems to be
on the buildings and extras for which they can charge a premium. Rates higher than equivalent
in non-KOA park.

Description

Seems to be a converted parking lot. Paved. Short back in sites, with grass between - very
close together. Parallel parking in lot for ‘pull through’ sites. Highway on one side, RR tracks on
other. Have arangement with adjacent casino to share restrooms, nearby motel for pool and
modem connection.

This park s highly rated by Trailer Life, but we felt they took too many short cuts. Most of better
sites were crowded together. There were mature trees around park, but providing no privacy.
Rest rooms were too small for capacity crowd. Our site, bordering tent area, provided only 20
amps, shared power box with a site that got to use the 30 amp outlet. Adequate staffing, and
very nice and helpful. Had the makings of a higher rating.

Paved roads, grass sites. About 1/3 electrical. In a forest, but few tress among sites. Shared
electrical hookups. Sites small, close. No privacy or separation. Park nearly empty when we
stayed, so okay, but would not want to be here when it is in heavy use.

‘We may not be doing this park justice because it is highly spoken of in our California
campground guide. Paved road, dirt sites. Sites are huge and far apart. The road is extremely
steep, so we went only as far as the 3rd site - 58 more lie up the hill. Separation and privacy
great. Primitive - pit toilets, no hookups.

Paved roads, gravel sites. Mature trees. Average size sites and separation. No highways
nearby. Nice view of mountains.

This park is in a bad part of town, and has a coded gate to compensate. Near highway 99 so
there is road noise, though not unbearable. Paved roads, gravel sites. Sites quite close, but
long. There aren't many parks in Sacramento, and this is the highest rated by Trailer Life until
you get pretty far out. OK in a pinch for one night of self contained camping - it has full
hookups, including cable. We didn't try the restrooms - they may be fine but we weren't inclined
to check. Mostly permanent residents it seemed.

Rough gravel roads and gravel sites (ours sloped a lot more than necessary). Beautiful canyon
walls. Some sites right on Colorado River, but they have a steep walk up to restrooms. Free
WiFi. Train loud in canyon. Restrooms OK - rustic. Young trees — no shade yet. Good size sites,
but very plain. Would rate a 3.0, but cost ~50% higher than comparable parks — probably
because of high demand for river rafting, etc.

Paved roads, grass sites. Shared hookups. Some end-to-end sites(not ours).Free WiFi 2 hours/
day. Restrooms fair. Very crowded due to holiday, noisy campers.

Gravel roads, grass sites. Rustic, though high rated by Good Sam. Restroom small for the
number of sites.

Plain, flat, open park with shared hookups, gravel roads and sites. Cable TV. Restrooms OK.
Some sites in the trees may be nicer, earn a higher rating.

Paved roads, gravel sites. Sites are small and tightly packed. Park is between a highway and a
busy train track. Too noisy. Restrooms OK. We moved to this park because American Heritage
was booked.

Very large park with lots of sites. There were very few people there when we stayed, so privacy
was not a problem. When full, however, it might feel crowded. Nice walking areas from sites in
park.

Right near gate to park. Pleasant wooded setting. No highway noise. Sites reasonably
separated, arranged as tangents to large circle holding 12.

Sites had average spacing. Fairly isolated from outside noise sources, e.g. highway. Adjacent to
nice walking areas i state park.

Reasonable sites, average spacing. Pleasant office people, friendly town with free shuttle to/
from casinos.

Nice rustic area. Heavily wooded. Sites require lot of leveling.

Open grassy hilltop. Large sites. Level gravel. Pleasant, not unusual in any respect. Very clean
and neat. Very high rated in Good Sam guide. Stayed 4 nights because of bad weather.

Very large facility. Lots of trees. Sites arranged on each side of 8 long paved roads with trees
between roads. Each site has a curved pullout. Fairly level, gravel. Good separation. Clean
restrooms. Full hookups at site. Stayed 4 nights to see area from common base - also only
facility in area with full hookups. Site 804. 4th night was to provide time to go to Canmore Ford
dealer for service on RV (loose drive shatt boits).

Large campground. Sites arranged around circles. Lots of trees. Good separation. Sites are
gravel, large, pretty level. Stay 2 nights to see area, get early start south.

Quite large. Long sites, with common drive for two. Had to put power cord under RV to keep
door on private side of site. Lots of trees. Pleasant surroundings.

Mostly long term occupants. Pretty expensive. Sites have reasonable separation. Ours required
3 leveling boards to bring nose up. Highly rated, but for reasons that weren't too relevant for us.
Manager a strange duck.

Quiet location near the MSH Monument. Sites quite narrow, (~18', though listed as 20) though
somewhat isolated by small trees between them. Gravel. Compound leveling in ours. Good rate.
Good Sam discount even with credit card.

Nice layout, well removed from highway. Some shaded sites. Not crowded. Nice staff. Serve
breakfast, dinner for reasonable prices. Good facilities. A-frame cabanas dividing many pairs of
sites provided a nice covered area for dinner. Average rates.

Gravel roads, sites. Flat overall, not much visual appeal. Surrounded by beautiful hills, mesas.
Facilities okay, very well maintained, clean. Very friendly. Gave us 2 bags of popcorn at checkin.
Very service oriented. No highway noise.

Far from highways. Level gravel site roads, gravel roads. Grass sites. Good size. Lots of shade
trees. Good visual appeal. NO credit cards.

Fully paved with asphalt - parking and table space. No tables. Visually okay. Needed 1/2"
blocks on left side, even though paved. Bus ride to Reno $1.25/person each way. No highway
nearby.

Bill themselves as a resort. VERY expensive - $32 + tax! NOT WORTH IT. Sites are close
together. 400 sites. We had 3 large fires in nearby firepits blazing and emitting smoke.
Bathroom not very clean - grafitti, dirt since cleaning seemed like not cleaned all day. Gates in
property line fence provide walking access to beach, but a shallow lagoon separates park from
ocean by several hundred yards, so ocean view, but not easy access. The sad part is that this
seems like the best choice in Pismo Beach. Next time in this area, try Morro Bay State Beach
(very nice, but call well ahead for reservations on weekends, summer, e.g. weeks), or roadside
parking in Avila Beach ($15/night) right on edge of beach.

Not near natural attraction like lake o river. Just off US 30, the historic scenic highway along
Columbia River. No highway noise. Lots of trees. Good separation. Had to level. Paved sites.
Full hookups. Quiet, except for train whistle all night, some freeway roar.

Idaho Power campground. Parallel parking in paved area on shore of Snake River. Water and
electricity. Beautiful canyon. Nose to tail with other RVs. Good view out side windows.

Average of the Good Sam parks we have used. Gravel roads, sites. Nearly level w/o blocks.
Nice trees. Just off hwy. 395, but not much traffic on it. Sites ~20x40.

Long, narrow facility. Desert setting. Paved roads, gravel parking sites for RVs, with paved
auxiliary parking or place for table. No picnic tables provided. Very nice rest rooms, but all at
one end of long park. Few toilets.

No hookups. Flush toilets. Paved roads and sites. Good separation. Picnic tables. Foliage
provides some isolation. Surrounding hills. Near visitor center. Restrooms clean, close to sites.
No electricity in them.

Somewhat developed site. No facilities. Just off road. Lots of trees. Fair separation from
neighbors. We are directly across the street from Newspaper Rock, and behind our site is a nice
stream running by.

Near US 191. Shade trees, grass patios. Shared hookups. Gravel roads and sites. Well
maintained restrooms. Good laundry. Nice people. Good scenery - high cliffs on both sides.
Sound of air conditioning completely masked any highway noise.

Pretty nice traditional Good Sam RV park. Nothing unusual. Walking distance to 2 affiliated
casinos. Good distance from 180.

Nice park Gravel roads and sites. Mature trees throughout. Lots of grass. Near interstate and
RR, so some noise. Very nice restrooms.

Although highly rated in Good Sam's guide, this place is not our cup of tea. It has over 1000
sites, mostly long term renters. Our site was fine, but the first site they assigned us was not. The
hookups were way at the back, down a slope and in weeds, and the site was weeds, not grass.
‘We moved to 729, which was large, grass. Several sites were nearby but the RVs were
unoccupied at this time. Though right on US 30, the facility is so large (114 acres) that our site
‘was away from highway noise. Overall okay in a pinch, but not to be sought out.

Very nice for a private facility. Parklike. No highway near enough to hear. Gravel roads and
sites. Lots of big trees and grass. Creek running through. Reasonable separation. Good
restrooms and laundry.

State park. Paved roads and sites. Good separation. Electricity only. Trees provide shade and
some privacy.

Large park, very far from any roads. Mostly seasonals. Big sites. Paved and gravel roads, gravel
sites. Water and electricity. Gated after hours entrance. Quiet. Grassy, not many trees except
for sites around edges.

Camp is pretty far from where we were today, but we wanted something different from last
night's KOA. This camp has lots of trees and grass. Near highway. Felt friendly. Restroom okay.

Grassy with average size trees in sites. Large sites, arranged chevron style. Gravel roads, grass
sites. Not close to major highway, so road noise not bad. Okay restrooms - some problems.

Nice KOA. Our site backs right onto Greenfield Lake. Gravel/dirt roads. Lots of big trees. Pretty
good site-site separation. No highway anywhere near, so no road noise. Airport nearby, though,
and planes sometimes fly right over.

Large park. Paved roads. Sites on dirt in trees, widely separated but no brush for visible
privacy. Road goes by, but it is not a major highway. Electric hookups.

Right on locks. Due to rain, our site muddy. Some sites paved, some (like ours) grass. City road
nearby. No waterside sites available when we checked in, but there are some. Normal size,
separation for private campgrounds. Not particularly private. Rest rooms very nice.

Arrived after dark so can't see much of it. Electrical connection shared among several sites, too
far to reach from our site.

Right on Highway 1, but light traffic during
night. Restrooms in park fine.

Quiet, reasonable size sites, gravel roads, cement pad at site, full hookups. Restrooms okay.
Gravel roads, gravel/grass/dirt sites. Average size and separation. Some mature trees. Nice
staff. No attractions except place to stay.

Gravel roads & sites, Grass and trees, Good size sites. Separation okay. Good rest rooms.
Highway noise not a problem. First KOA franchise.

Description
Large, well separated sites in mature trees. Water & electricity hookups. Quiet.

Our site i “lake view" which means that across the road and a grassy picnic area, we can see
Lake Ontario at the bottom of a bluff. It is quite pretty. There aren't hookups up here, but some
sites in other areas have electricity. Paved roads, grass/gravel sites. Mature trees behind the
site. State beach in walking distance, and a boat ramp.

Abit old and tired. Site size good. Gravel roads, sites. Grass. Small trees around.

We arrived late afternoon on Saturday of Canada Day weekend, so had to 'settle’ for overflow
space in the park. Although the park had nice trees and shade, and overflow was in an open
field, it was less crowded and had the same hookups, so it worked out fine.

Nice park with nature trail through wetlands, bison herd, lake, facilities. Sites okay, but not
special.

Paved roads, gravel sites. Large, good separation, mature trees for shade and privacy. Flush
and pit toilets. Small lake adjoins some sites (not #7). Quiet.

Paved roads and sites. Grass around many. Hardly any trees - a large flat field. Highway
nearby. Facilities good. Stayed here because of tire problem.

Large sites. Lots of trees. Good privacy and separation. Good restrooms. Paved roads, gravel
sites. Few electric hookup sites (not ours)

Paved roads and sites. Sites pretty narrow, and back to back. Facilities okay - nothing special.
Easy access to I-5, without much road noise.

Gravel roads, dirt sites. Rustic. Short walk to beach, across dunes. Quiet. Sites large. Not much
visual appeal. Restrooms clean.

Gravel roads, dirt sites. Many not too level. Like many parks on this peninsula, a bit rustic.
Quiet.

Due to demand we had 3 sites - 38 for 3 days, 9 & 30 (both view sites) for 1 day each. Roads
gravel, sites dirt/grass. Sites fairly large. Far from main road. Restrooms just okay. Cabins and
tents also here. Right on west shore of island.

Paved roads and sites. Good separation. Mature trees provide fair shade. Near US 12, so some
road noise. Primitive. Nature trail.

Primitive camping, paved roads and sites. Great separation. Some shaded, ours not. Near East
Fork of Bitterroot River - ours ~20' away. Road nearby, but lightly traveled. Canyon walls on
both sides.

Primitive. Gravel roads and sites. Good separation. All shaded. Far from roads. Hillside, but
sites level. Nice picnic tables.

Aloop preferable, but full when we arrived. Both pull through sites. Pretty good separation.
Mature trees and shrubs. Gravel sites, paved roads, though needing repair.

Mature trees and shrubs. Good privacy. Quiet.

Young trees, no shade or privacy effect yet. Dirt roads and sites. Grass, but brown due to
drought. Full hookups, laundry, modem. Sites have normal spacing.

Would be 3.5 if flush toilets.

Would be 3.5 if flush toilets. Gravel roads and sites. Mature trees and shrubs. Good separation.
Quiet. First come, first served sites were reason for availability reservation parks full.

Gravel roads and sites. Flat grassland with cliffs in background. No trees. Fair separation
between sites.

Road side pull through sites. Few trees. Paved roads, gravel sites. Wind Cave a must-see.

Paved roads, gravel sites. Roadside pullthroughs. Large trees - shade. Not for privacy. Fair
separation

Right at confluence of Mississippi and Ohio rivers. Gravel roads, gravel/grass sites. Pit toilets.
Maybe out of season, but seems neglected, e.g. no fee envelopes. All sites have water and
electricity, but electric outlets are about 8' above ground - probably because of potential for
flooding.

Paved roads, gravel sites. Mature trees and shrubs. Good separation and privacy. Water and
electric hookups. Should rate higher, but neglect in daily maintenance showed - litter in sites,
restrooms not as clean as should be, etc. May be post season effect. Or not.

Gravel roads and sites. Somewhat rustic. Campground a mile or two from main part of park
with things to do.

Parallel parking on paved shoulder by ocean beach, separated by boulders from the sand.
Great view of ocean and sunset. Road runs by, then train track, then US 101. Still, an enjoyable
place to stay.

Paved roads and sites. Sites are quite small and packed together - we just fit in a back-in site
with our bumper overhanging the curb of the access road.

Paved roads and sites. Close to nice reservoir. Hookup sites are jammed together in bunches of
~5. Non-hookup sites have good separation. Sparse medium sized trees.

This park would be quite nice had they not crowded the sites so close together. The width of
each is barely wide enough to fit between the concrete patio pad and the hookup stand. Aside
from that, the location and facilties are nice. Paved roads, gravel sites (with concrete pads),
mature trees. Quiet. An easy 3.5 or maybe more if there were 2/3 the number of sites in the
same area.

Between Las Cruces and Kernville, this is apparently the best RV park along 110. That's about all
you can say for it - it's a typical KOA. Paved roads and sites (Actually, that isn't typical - most
KOAs are gravel/dirt. Near 110. Small trees. No eye appeal.

Paved roads and sites. Narrow, packed. We had a ‘premium’ site (all they had available) which
is bigger than the ‘preferred’ sites, which are bigger than the ‘standard" sites, but all are too
small for comfort.

Very nice except for shared hookups. Large sites, close to each other on hookup side.
Restrooms OK. See #064

Scattered mature trees, lots of lush grass. Gravel roads and sites. 180 nearby was noisy.
Facilities, restrooms, laundry OK. Good size sites. Laundry was low price.

Gravel roads and sites, ranging from “super sites” to end-to-end sites with shared hookups.
Nice landscaping, mature trees, fairly large sites, nice facilities. Near 180.

Paved roads, large level gravel sites, surrounded by grass. Some mature trees. Good site
separation.Single restroom/shower plus many pit toilets.

Paved road, dirt and packed gravel sites. Sites are large, well separated. 40-70 to electrical
boxes, shared among 4 sites. Mature trees, good restrooms, short walk to Lake Michigan
beach.

Paved roads, dirt sites with electricity. Large trees, good shade. Good site size and separation.
Very good restrooms. AT&T WiFi in 1/3 of sites.

Park has a beach on Lake Erie. Laid out on a large, level field. Paved roads and sites. Average
site size and separation.No mature trees. Some full hookups (including #106), rest electricity
only. Good restrooms. Site #26 backs onto grass adjacent to Lake Erie beach, ~100’ to water.
Very nice site. Electricity only.

Mature trees and Lake Erie around the periphery. Paved roads, grass sites. Electric hookups.
Restrooms OK. Average site size and separation.

Paved roads, grass sites - large with mature trees, fair separation; good restrooms; just fair
(small) laundry. Pay internet access (cable modem). Lots of activities.

Restrooms OK. Gravel roads, grass sites, mature trees. Large sites with good separation. Water
and electricity. Free WiFi hotspot.

Site #57 backs right onto the water below the tidal generator. Gravel road, grass sites. Some
trees around perimeter.Restrooms and laundry OK, but old.

Small park with many sites right on the lake - open and close together. #9 is larger and
surrounded by mature trees, providing pretty good privacy. No hookups. Right by highway.

Gravel roads and sites. Site good size, with lots of mature trees, doesn’t feel crammed against
neighbor.

Gravel roads and sites. Mature trees. Right by train track and under flight path.

Corps of Engineers park. Paved roads & sites. All lake sites were closed due to high beaver
lake. Sites have narrow and sloping roads.Minimum number of restrooms, far away. Sites are
far apart. Pretty park.

Flat park. Paved roads, gravel sites.. Average site size and separation. A few trees.

Standing
water many places due to recent rain. Lots of fallen leaves in sites.

On cliff ~200' above beach - beautiful view. Paved road, gravel sites. Needs leveling blocks. No
trees. Good separation. Restrooms are cold water only, flush toilets.

Paved roads, sand sites. Large sites with good separation. Mature trees. Good restrooms.
Noise from adjacent train track (Amtrak) and some highway noise. Right by ocean.

Paved roads and spaces. Average site size and spacing, but feeling of crowdedness. Mid-size
trees. Landscaped.

Description

This is a very nice park. Sites are well isolated. Many huge trees, in and between sites. Paved
road, dirt sites. Very large picnic area with each site. Far from any noise source, except for
some sites along the road, but not a heavy traffic road.

Nice state park. Paved roads and sites. Mature trees, bushes provide good isolation. Well
removed from highway. No views from sites - 15 minute walk down to the beach (fairly steep).
Good facilities. No great trails leave from park.

Paved roads and sites. Full hookup sites are close together without foliage for privacy. Non-
hookup, aka tent, sites have mature tress and foliage and good separation. Nice trails on the
property, including a guided nature trail and a long trail along the ocean cliffs.

Paved roads and sites. Beautiful setting with watered grass lawns, Mature trees around sites
and a view of the Deschutes River from most sites. Restrooms okay. Many sites pretty short,
even though well separated.

Mature trees
provide shade. Many sites, including ours, right on Missouri River ($2 extra, before discount).
Good separation. Beautiful.

Paved roads, gravel sites. Mature trees and shrubs. Fair separation, good privacy. Huge park.
Great for fall colors. Beautiful trails of varying difficulty, well marked and graded easy/moderate/
rugged. Rolling hills. Lakes. Good restrooms.

See #001. Today we might drop it from 4.5 to 4.0. The laundry isn't terribly clean, the rest
rooms are a bit rustic, and the rigs are mixed - some beautiful big rigs, some pretty trashy, and
some long term with varying neatness of site.

County park. Paved roads, gravel sites. Good separation. Cactus, mature shrubs around sites.
Good restrooms.

Paved roads and sites. Mature trees and shrubs. Good separation. Nice scenery. Hikes in park.
McDonald Observatory nearby.

Paved roads and sites. Mature trees. Good separation and site size. Grass around sites. We
were in area without hookups where generators were not allowed - most no hookup sites allow
generators.

Paved roads, concrete pads, grass between sites. Large sites. Small trees. Some highway
noise. Lakes in resort, but rather sterile looking. Very nice facilities.

Paved roads and sites. Our site about 30' from the lake. Mature trees. Good separation. Trails
within park.

This park was until recently a state park, but is now Kerrville's. Our first night we could only get
atent site, and they are pretty small and non-level. The office suggested we might prefer the
overflow area - unnumbered sites with picnic tables but no campfire or barbecue area. But
these sites are quite nice - many paved, well separated. We chose one that was less developed,
but totally by itself at night - during the day it is in the playground parking area. Perfectly quiet.
We liked it S0 well that we returned to it the second night, even though we could have upgraded
to a water/electric hookup site (#219) that would have been fine. The park s pretty nice, though
we didn't spend time there during the days.

Restrooms possibly the best we've ever seen. Nearby I5 noise fairly loud, even in furthest sites.

Mature trees. Good separation. Picnic table and fire ring, but no hookups or restrooms except
pit toilets. Right on reservoir. Good hiking trails. Some sites unshaded, so nice sun. Others in
trees.

Many sites, all with hookups. Paved roads and sites. Mature trees, good separation. The park is
large and flat.

Very large site, well apart. Paved roads, sites. Large trees. Very good restrooms. Easy walk
down to beach.

Paved roads, concrete pad sites. Hookups. Very good restrooms. Very good site separation.

This park could be a 5.0. The facilities, including restrooms and laundry, and service are first
rate.

There are a number of sites around the perimeter that are short, with asphalt
paving that varies in slope. The free WiFi at our site was very marginal. So I'd give the park a 4.0
overall — up from 3.5 in '97 when we were here before. Ask for a site in the center. See #031

No hookups, but some sites do have electricity. #64 backs onto the lake.Large shade trees and
shrubs. Paved roads and sites (level). Small lake below dam that created Lake McConaughy.
Good restrooms. Large sites, very good separation.

Beautiful park with rolling mowed grass. Paved roads and sites. Half have electricity. Mature
trees. Large sites, well separated. Restrooms OK. Lake near tent sites.

Paved roads, grass sites with gravel pads. No trees - large grass field. Near beach. Large sites.
Good laundry and facilities, recreation opportunities.

A small, intimate feeling park with a beautifule ocean beach.Gravel roads and sites. Most sites
are in mature trees, except the ocean view loop which is open. Large sites with good
separation.Restrooms OK, mixed. No hookups.

Park is on the water, with a beach. Gravel roads and sites. Hilly, but the sites are level. Many
nice views. Good restrooms. Sites are quite large and well separated. No hookups.

Paved roads, gravel sites. Mature trees. Offers both waterfront sites(water + electricity at $40,
like #69) and forest sites (water + electricity at $33). Also full hookup sites. Sites are large and
well separated. Restrooms OK.

Paved roads, well tended pea gravel sites. Mature trees. Sites are large and well spaced. Very
good restrooms and laundry. WiFi for $5/day.

Corps of Engineers park. Paved roads, very large groomed gravel sites with grass and mature
forest. Well separated. Only one flush restroom. Our site has a view across a large lawn to Lake
Okatibbee - a large lake with wooded shores.

Corps of Engineers park. Paved roads and sites. Sites are large and well separated. Some are
on the lake. All are in mature forest. Good restrooms. Water and electricity.

Corps of Engineers park. Paved roads, groomed pea gravel sites. Some full hookups, some
less. Our site overlooks the lake. Mature trees. Large sites with varying degrees of separation.

Beautiful facility, overlooking Puddlestone Lake and Mount Baldy. Very large sites provide good
isolation. Lots of walking possibilities because of adjacent park and lake. Very far from highway.
Mix of long term and overnight RVers. See #319

Site with view of lake. Sites level, access roads paved. Sites large, well separated. 6 loops in
campground: 2 adjacent to lake, 2 parallel to them with good view of lake, 2 parallel to those
with less lake view. We were in 2nd loop. Restrooms very clean. Lots of large trees around
sites.

Because the campground at the Monument was full, we checked out their (free) overflow area.
Nominally, it is just a large circular gravel parking lot. However, there is a dirt road running off
the back of it. We followed that road to a point where a barricade prohibited further travel by
bike or motor vehicle. It is a perfect campsite - very isolated and on the edge of a hikeable
canyon. There are no services here, so we operated self-contained. But it is one of our favorite
site experiences.

This is a wonderful site. It is huge and completely isolated from any other sites. The RV site is
paved and nearly level. There s plenty of room. for a large tent on dirt. In July there were
mosaquitoes. It is quite a long walk to restrooms, but they are very nice. HP employees and
retirees can use it, with guests.

Just off US 191, 23 mi. south of Bozeman. Site is on Galatin River, right up to water. Sites very
well separated. Lots of trees. In a scenic canyon. No flush toilets. Water available. If not for
proximity to highway, would rate 5. But see #251.

Very nice park. Paved roads, site pads. Excellent fagilties. Some road noise. Trees and grass.
Good separation. All pull through sites. Very nice staff. Highest ratings from RV park raters.

Beautiful park on the river. Paved roads and sites. Some sites with full hookups, some with just
electricity - like ours. #153 backs up right onto the water. Beautiful mature trees, grass around
sites.

This is a great park in a beautiful setting. Our rear window overlooks the ocean, which is a short
walk away on the property. The coast here is rocky, and the park has a nice sand beach. Roads
and sites are paved. Sites are well separated, with lots of mature trees and shrubs. Restrooms
are good. Full hookups available.

Paved roads and sites. Smallish park. Excellent trails nearby. Mature trees and foliage Large
blooming rhododendron in our site! Fairly good site isolation. Good facilities. No highway noise.

Paved roads and sites. Restrooms okay but ot as great as Oregon state parks earlier this
week. LOTS to do. Great bicycle path. Historic fort exhibits. Nearby long ocean beach.

On this stay, we availed ourselves much more of the amenities. There are great bike paths, with
combined total lengths approaching 30 miles. We canoed on the river, actually Granite Lake,
and there is virtually no current. We walked to town, including on the 4th of July to watch a
spectacular fireworks display in Clarkston. We took the all day Beamers jet boat excursion,
departing within walking distance. We used the nearby driving range, walked to restaurants and
to Costco and Albertsons. Also see #153 for further comments.

No road or
train noise. Nice visitor center with good restrooms, courtesy phones, displays and gift shop.
Nice walks along river and to Lake Superior.

Paved roads, gravel sites. Young trees. Large grassy areas between sites. Good separation.
Many sites right on lake. Campground split, parts on opposite shores of lake.

Paved roads, concrete sites. Sites large with good separation. Mature cactus and shrubs
between sites. Nice views of surrounding lava mountains. Good restrooms. 35' limit. In 2005,
park volunteer said the park is never completely full.

Good paved sites with
good separation. Our site had electricity only. Some road noise. Good meals at lodge for very
low prices.

Gravel roads & sites, very well graded and level. Wide open field with some young trees - no
shade yet. Buildings very new. Large sites with grass between. Good separation. No noise
sources nearby. WiFi at $1/day.Will store RVs for $1/day, or $5/day with electricity.

Gravel roads, grass sites with concrete pads. Some trees. Sites are average size and spacing.
Park is very neat looking.Excellent restrooms. Reasonable rates.

Large park, right on the ocean. Paved roads, concrete pads for RV and table. The rest of the
site is sandy soil. Large sites with normal spacing. Good restrooms.

Paved roads, groomed sand sites with concrete pads and grass. Long sites, average spacing.
Very nice main building.

Our site was backed up right onto the beautiful river, with a picnic table on a grassy bank
beside it. Across the river was a wooded hillside. Facilities very nice. Proprietor very pleasant.
Near a walk/bike paved path that covers 27 miles.

This park is right on the water of a small bay opening onto the ocean in a way that is very
protected from waves. Our site, # 31, was an end back-in that put our rear windows with an
unobstructed view of sunset on the water. The site was paved and level, with 15-20" separation
to the site on our left. Full hookups, including TV. $19.50 with no discounts. We walked up the
beach to close to the mouth of the bay.

Site K9 is right on the lake, about 20' above shore. Across lake is peak with light dusting of
snow. Site paved. Needed to level, but no problem. Restrooms are clean. Lake is still and
peaceful. This is definitely a park that would be nice to come back to. Probably want to do it out
of prime season, like now, to avoid crowds,get good lakeside site. The week before we arrived
‘was rainy, foggy and cold (<40).

Beautiful state park. Many recreational activities, including beach, canoe lake, golf course, bike
and hike trails. Nice sites, with good separation. Paved roads and site roads. Grass sites.

Paved roads with gravel wide spots for RV. Far from highway noise. Some sites close together,
but ours was almost completely isolated. About 100' from water's edge. We carried the canoe
down to the picnic table area, inflated it, and carried it to the lake for a 1 hour ride. Scenery is
beautiful - lake and snow covered mountains beyond. Restrooms okay. No hookups.

This is a true Motorhome resort. Paved roads and sites, grass (green) between sites. Sites are
large. Great club house, with indoor pool and exercise room. Outdoor pool as well in another
area. Right on the beach (not visible from sites). Mature trees. 24 hour guard at gate welcomes
you by name if you have a reservation. Free gift (logo mug) and newspaper at checkin. This
resort is part of Outdoor Resorts of America. Sites are sold on a free simple basis (fully owned),
then rented out like condos. At this resort, only motorhomes over 25' are allowed - no trailers/
5th wheels.

Roads and sites paved. Wide sites with grass between. Some trees and bushes. Terraced
hillside adds to a feeling of separation. Excellent facilities. Some road noise, but not near
highway.

They've managed to do just about everything right here. The property was a private fishing club
with 5 small private lakes on 75 acres. The lakes are still stocked and guests can fish them
without a license. Large trees surround the rows of campsites, but are not between sites. Many
sites are paved, some gravel. Deluxe sites for a few dollars more per night are larger and have
developed patios, some covered. Service is superb. The store has about everything you could
want on short notice, from food to hardware to souvenirs. Restrooms and laundry excellent. We
haven't seen many campgrounds to compare to this.

KOA seems to overcharge for their sites, tacking on extra charges that other parks provide as
part of the base fee. Also, the sites tend to be rather shoddily maintained, with gravel showing
through to dirt/mud, and grass not nicely maintained. That was certainly true of this park,
except for the premium sites for which quite a higher price is charged.
